Lower Theater Level: Fully wheelchair accessible with six designated wheelchair spots (BB2, BB1, M103, M104, M107, M108).
Upper Level: Accessible via a wheelchair lift, with two designated wheelchair spots (V5, V7).
Balcony: Accessible by elevator, with two designated wheelchair spots.
 Additional WC Spots: The following seventeen box seats are removable for WC Access: Lower Level X8-10, Y1-10. Balcony AA2-3, AA6-7.

Seating & Mobility Features:
Adjustable Armrests: The smaller Handicap symbol on the seating chart indicates a fixed seat with an adjustable armrest.
